MATCH OF THE WEEK: DANIEL BRYAN VS. RANDY ORTON- RAW, JUNE 24
Daniel Bryan and Randy Orton have been at each other's throats for weeks on end, so it was only a matter of time before their partnership finally came to a screeching halt. After each individual scored one win a piece on last week's editions of Raw and SmackDown, respectively, Bryan and Orton were set to clash in a rubber match this past Monday night where the stipulation was once again chosen by the WWE Universe. Once it was decided that they would would be brawling in a Street Fight, they took one another to the absolute limit. Using chairs, kendo sticks and other grueling items, neither hot-headed Superstar wanted to quit. After Bryan caught Orton in his lethal No Lock submission hold, The Viper had no choice but to tap out. May I mind you that this clean win over Orton took place in the main event of the flagship show, so to say this was the biggest win in the career of Daniel Bryan thus far would be a massive understatement. 

SUPERSTAR OF THE WEEK: CHRISTIAN
It took him long enough, but Christian finally returned to in-ring action last week and hasn't shown any sign of ring rust whatsoever. After stacking up two victories last week, this week was no different, as Christian emerged victorious on every show he competed on. Firstly, he and Sheamus defeated the dastardly duo of Cody Rhodes and Damien Sandow on Raw. Two nights later, Chrisitan made his premiere appearance on WWE Main Event, defeating United States Champion Dean Ambrose by disqualification in a non-title match. Finally, he scored retribution over The Shield on SmackDown by defeating them in six-man tag action alongside The Usos. If that doesn't qualify Christian for "one more match", I don't know what will. 

SHOW OF THE WEEK: FRIDAY NIGHT SMACKDOWN - JUNE 28, 2013
Another week, another seven days of awesome WWE programming. Seriously, every televised WWE show was worth watching this week. Monday Night Raw has been rather enjoyable for a number of weeks now, and this week's show continued the strong momentum. WWE Main Event isn't always great, but this week's episode proved to be a fun one. With two well wrestled matches and a solid promo from Zeb Colter and Antonio Cesaro, the hour-long program had a lot to offer for once. In the end, though, Friday Night SmackDown was the show to watch this week. Although Raw was pretty good, SmackDown just barely beat it out. There was not one thing on the latest edition of SmackDown that I disliked. Everything served a purpose and left me wanting more in the process. Regardless, all of three of WWE's televised shows this week did an effective job of building the Money in tha Bank card and gave me a good feeling that the hot streak of entertaining WWE programming is far from over. 

OTHER NOTABLE HIGHLIGHTS AND LOW POINTS
THIS WEEK'S HIGHLIGHTS
· CM Punk and Paul Heyman promo: A very strong promo that left me craving for more. I knew the promos between Punk and Heyman would be great going in, but I never expected anything as awesome as what we got on Raw. I also love the fact that Curtis Axel has gotten involved as well, which will further the feud between Punk and Heyman for now without Brock Lesnar even being present.
· John Cena and Mark Henry: After their excellent segment last week on Raw, it was important to keep these two apart this week. Both Superstars delivered solid promos on Monday night. I have high hopes for their eventual clash over the WWE Championship at Money in the Bank.
· Chris Jericho vs. Alberto Del Rio: Another great match from these two. They have fun chemistry together and always produce awesome action. The disqualification finish saved a rematch for a later date, but I would have liked to see Jericho added to the World title match at Money in the Bank (more on that in the Low Points).
· Randy Orton vs. Kane: Similar to Jericho vs.  Kane, these two always work well together and it's hard not to enjoy their matches. Daniel Bryan's interference was well done and furthered his feud with Kane while also building towards the Money in the Bank Ladder match they'll both be competing in.
· Sheamus vs. Damien Sandow: This was a great opener for this week's SmackDown. Far too often do we have never-ending segments kick off the show, so this was a nice change of pace. Sure, I would have rather seen Sandow win this one, but it was still a strong match, nonetheless.
· The Usos: It's good to see The Usos back in contention for the WWE Tag Team Championships for the first time in three years. They're very deserving of the push they're currently getting, which was on display on all three of WWE's shows this week.
· Chris Jericho vs. Cody Rhodes: While it didn't serve much of a purpose, it was enjoyable for what it was and received a substantial amount of time. I never expected Rhodes to go over so I was disappointed when he eventually lost. Jericho needs wins if he'll be losing to Ryback at the pending pay-per-view.
· Money in the Bank hype: Speaking of which, WWE did an excellent job of hyping up the upcoming Money in the Bank event. Usually, they would wait until the last minute to confirm the card, but they did an effective job of announcing both Ladder matches this week and giving fans something to look forward to.
THIS WEEK'S LOW POINTS
· Chris Jericho vs. Ryback: While I don't necessarily have a problem with the match itself or the hype it received over the course of the week, I simply don't understand why it's happening. I realize Ryback needs a definitive win on pay-per-view sooner rather than later, but Jericho would have been better positioned in the World Heavyweight Championship match at the event.
· WWE 2K14 cover reveal: The segment itself was throwaway and its only purpose was to hype the upcoming video game that will be released in four months. As for the cover, I'm not a fan. The Rock hasn't been seen since WrestleMania, so why is he so deserving? Of course, he's a money maker and it makes sense to put him on the cover, but I could think of multiple other Superstars that are much more deserving of the honor than him.
· Tons of Funk vs. Prime Time Players: I liked the fact that they had Jo-Jo from Total Divas make an appearance to give her some exposure, but the match was pretty pointless. It gave Prime Time Players a win going into their match with CM Punk and Curtis Axel next week on Raw, but it was a lackluster way of closing out an enjoyable edition of WWE Main Event.
· Kaitlyn vs. Aksana: Same garbage, different week. The only difference this time around was the fact that AJ Lee imitated Kaitlyn while the match was still going on, which also received little to no reaction from the live crowd. What a shame.
